The Logie Collection was significantly damaged by the September 4, 2010 earthquake in Canterbury. Immediately afterwards a recovery group was formed and a project manager appointed to oversee the conservation of the collection and its re-installation in the Classics Department at the University of Canterbury. The future permanent display of the collection is still being decided and will depend on decisions made in the University of Canterbury Campus Masterplan process. 

In the short and medium term most of the collection will be stored on special shelving on level 6 of the Modern Languages Building (the Classics Department), and a small number of objects will be on display somewhere on campus. Visitors to the collection will be able to select the objects they wish to see using the Collection catalogue; these will be brought out of storage for the duration of the visit. 

Outside the University, the largest group of users of the Collections are Year 12 and Year 13 high school students from Christchurch, Canterbury, and further afield. While the interests of individual school groups vary, there were several common themes that are popular because they relevant to NCEA exam topics. 
Project Description: 
The intern in this project will assist in designing lists of objects arranged by theme and learning objectives that are focused on the interests and needs of Classical Studies teachers and students.  The internship will involve accompanying the project supervisor to meetings with area high school teachers in order to learn which objects teachers would most like to see on visits to the collection. 

If time permits, the intern may also be involved in planning mini-exhibitions of around 6-12 objects that will be displayed somewhere on Campus. We envision that the exhibts will change every year, for at least the next five years.

Responsibilities: 
· Reading the Logie Collection catalogue and becoming familiar with the major works in the collection.

· Attending meetings with school teachers and taking notes.

· Compiling lists of objects and helping to identify themes and learning objectives.

· Presenting a comprehensive report of the Logie objects which link with high school teachers’ needs.

· Plan five “mini-exhibits” of 6-12 objects each, and assist in writing labels.
