	Neville Phillips Memorial Prize


Two awards will normally be made at the end of every year to students who are:

· At the end of their second year of university study at the University of Canterbury and are majoring in History;  and

· Have passes in at least 72 points of 100-level and/or 200-level History courses, with no less than 44 points being at 200-level.

Value:  Two awards, each of $1,250.

	Sir James Hight Memorial Prize


Awarded annually for excellence in history, to a student who, in the year of the award, has completed a thesis for the degree of Master of Arts in History.

Scholarship offered approximately every third year to UC graduates of not more than 3 years standing to study for a Ph.D. at Christ Church, Oxford, in the subject area of the History of the British Empire.

	Canterbury History Foundation Postgraduate Travel Awards


One award annually to Ph.D. students.  Grants given towards the cost of travel and maintenance outside New Zealand.

Value:  $800

	New Zealand Founders’ Society Annual Scholarship Award


Award offered to assist research into any aspect of New Zealand’s history and development; in areas of National and Local History but not for research into personal family backgrounds.

Value:   $1,500

	John Connal Scholarships


Awarded annually on the basis of 200-level examination results to the three or 

four best students in English, French, History, Latin or Mathematics, and cover the 300-level and Honours years.

Value:   $400

	University Senior Scholarships


Approximately 25 scholarships are offered each year to students who have completed the final year of an undergraduate degree.  The scholarship is only tenable if the scholar pursues an honours or graduate degree as an internal student of the University of Canterbury.  Tenure for 1 year.

Value:   $2,000
